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Developing Irelands Elite Coaches
The National Coaching & Training Centre announces its revised level 3 coaching course developed in partnership with 3 National Governing Bodies.

Excellence in Sport requires excellence in Coaching. Quality coaches have a huge impact on their communities. In order to develop Irish Sport to its potential we must ensure that there are well-trained, qualified, effective and ethical coaches working with children, players and athletes.

 

The National Coaching and Training Centre (NCTC), in partnership with 58 National Governing Bodies of Sport (NGB’s) have been working to develop coaching in Ireland, through the National Coaching Development Programme. (NCDP)

 

Ireland’s coaching and coach education system, NCDP, was launched in 1993 and to date 39 NGB’s have qualified over 36,000 coaches and 600 tutors through the programme. At the core of the programme is a five level coaching framework with the aim of preparing coaches to work effectively with players and athletes at all phases of development from beginners to elite. 

 

The NCTC is delighted to announce its revised level 3 coaching course developed in partnership with 3 NGB’s, the Athletic Association of Ireland, Badminton Ireland and the Equestrian Federation of Ireland. This level 3 course is a significant step in the continued development of the Irish coaching system. 

 

In preparation for this Coaching Course the NCTC have in the recent past trained sports specific tutors at level 3 to deliver the sports specific modules. These Tutors include from the equestrian world, Gerry Mullins, John Ledinghan, and Susanne  Macken, from the sport of athletics Stephen Maguire AAI Director of coaching and Gary Ryan AAI Director of development, and finally form Badminton Donal O’ Halloran BUI  development officer and Leslie Dewart.

 

This unique approach, where core modules are delivered by the NCTC and the Sports specific modules are delivered by the NGB’s, will insure that the level 3 coaches, are well prepared to face the challenges of coaching elite performers in their Sports.

The first weekend of this level 3 course will be held on the campus of the University of Limerick from September 8 to 10, the course will conclude in mid 2007.
